Gomez, Christian McBride, Jon Hendricks, Linda Eder,
and Bill Charlap. Peter is currently writing English lyrics
for one of his heroes, Brazilian composer Ivan Lins, and
adding his voice to Bobby McFerrin’s newest recording
project.
